Lake School of Celtic Music and Dance, Koroit 3-10 January
The Lake School of Celtic Music Song and Dance - January 3rd-8th  2005

The Melbourne Scottish Fiddle Club was well represented at the 2005 Lake School at Koroit by members and former members — Lyn Ansell, Barbara Hannon, Nick Lanham, Bjorn Lemfors, Ron McCoy, Ron Milligan, Melinda Moore and myself.  Ron McCoy has asked me to give you some information about the Lake School.

The four main features of the School are workshops, concerts, sessions, and children
s activities.  In 2005 there were workshops in fiddle, guitar, flute, tin whistle and bodhran.

There was usually a choice between beginners, advanced and children
s classes.  There were two types of guitar — guitar to accompany singing, and DADGAD guitar for tune accompaniment.

I attended Vince Brophy
s excellent class on the former.  We concentrated mainly on one song  Caledonia — with guitar tuned to CGCGCE.  In addition to the instrumental workshops there were workshops in singing, songwriting, and dancing 

Concerts included a locals concert, the workshop concert where each of the instrumental groups performed the pieces taught at the workshop, the singers concert, the kids concert and the songwriters
 concert.  For the dancers there was a ceilidh.

Sessions are a big part of the Lake School.  This year in addition to the well established sessions at Mickey Bourke’s Pub, there were slow sessions during the day led by Billy Moran and a separate evening session for the singers inspiringly led by Maria Forde.  These are welcome developments.  Another first this year was the production of three DVDs, by William and Gary Egan, of the Lake School classes, the concerts and the songwriters concert.

Reviews…

CD-ROM Tutorial for Fiddle Cathal Hayden

This CD-ROM is part of a series of teaching aids on traditional celtic music, including flute, whistle, bodhran, tenor banjo, bouzouki and guitar.
Taught by Cathal Hayden from the band Four Men and a Dog, the CD-ROM is divided into sections of varying levels – from absolute beginners, intermediate and more advanced techniques and tunes.
I found it easy to slot in at the level that I am at – I read music well but have poor technical skills – and it was very easy to find exactly where to start on the CD-ROM.

There are video clips of techniques and skills  which gives you a close up view of exactly how to execute the various techniques. You can play and replay each clip to your heart’s content, unlike a music lesson where you only see the technique once or twice. I’m sure there are few tricks on the CDs for even the most experienced player.
Ornaments are clearly explained, and there are lots of exercises to build skills.
With the cost of music lessons, and the difficulty of finding teachers in remote areas, the CD-ROMS offer a useful adjunct to learning with a teacher. For the costs of about two music lessons, you can keep the CD-ROM which has at least a few months of lessons on.

You can check out the video clips on the website, and then you will know if they are going to work on your computer. The CD-ROMs are available in Australia from Indie CDs on www.indie-cds.com
