The BIG news is that the guest muso artistes will include Geoff Jones (pipes) and Evan Davies (flute, pipes and who knows what else these days!), as well as some fan-flamin-tastic Appalachian clogging step dancing by the Cloggin' Gal herself, EmmA-Bee (a.k.a.
